The chairman introduced PCSOs T. Key (Spilsby) and N. Wass (Horncastle) who had come to the meeting to listen to concerns from councillors regarding recent break ins in the area.  Cllr Powis has joined the “Lincs Alert” scheme and received some reports of suspicious vehicles and theft.  Councillors were concerned as to how members of the public could help and be aware of any issues, PCSO Wass advised councillors to encourage the public to ring 101 to report anything suspicious, to sign up to Lincs Alert and supported the setting up of a “WhatsApp” group.  It was confirmed that Swaby area was covered by Spilsby station, but PCSOs from other areas could also cover in the event of an incident.  PCSO Wass suggested a “meet PCSO” session in the adjacent tea room, where PCSOs would be available for a couple of hours (incidents permitting) to meet the public and chat about any areas of concern.  It was also suggested that people, especially farmers, be advised to keep things out of sight and behind locked doors wherever possible.  


Cllr Dransfield to contact the member of the public who originally showed concern and discuss the setting up of a WhatsApp group.  


Several posters and information leaflets were left with Councillors, and the Chairman thanked the PCSOs for attending.  They then left the meeting.
